STEPS TO A SUCCESSFUL SHOWING 

 
 

Please make sure: 

 

All beds are made, and the rooms and closets are tidy 

 

Draperies and curtains open in the daytime, closed at night 

 

Turn on all lights, day or night 

 

Remove dogs or cats to the yard or neighbors house if possible 

 

Soft music on low volume if possible and all televisions off 

 

Set dining room table 

 

All staircases’ should be clear of debris 

 

Try to remove dirty dishes 

 

Fresh flowers whenever possible make a good impression.  (If it’s winter, display color photos of your yard 

in full bloom) 

 

Garage neat and door closed 

 

Good smells always help.  Bake cookies or bread.  Avoid strong cooking odors.  Remove garbage from the 

house.  Dirty laundry and wet towels may need to be removed before a showing. 

 

If you are unable to leave the house during a showing, try to stay in one area of the house when it’s being 

shown.  (Your presence, or your children’s, will make the buyer uncomfortable, and they will miss noting the 

fine features of your home.  The buyer may feel like an intruder and hurry through your home). 

 

Don’t volunteer answers to unasked questions. 

 

Let the Realtor who is showing your home answer any questions or objections.  Trust the Realtor’s            

professionalism. 
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
